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Students should be able to wuse
grammatical forms in the present
simple tense, past simple, modal verbs
and present continuous.

Students should be able to wuse
demonstratives (this, that...), pronouns,
prepositions, quantifiers, adjectives and
adverbs.

Students should be able to produce
appropriate vocabulary and correct
word forms and phrases in different
topics such as greetings, countries,
nationalities, jobs, daily schedules,
shopping, sports...

Students should be able to focus on
pronunciation issues related to linked
sounds, syllable and sentence stress,
and reduction of verbs such as “did”
and “is”.

Students should be able to ask
grammatically  structured questions
(Wh- questions, yes/no questions) in
the present, past and future related to
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basic needs and respond appropriately
using short phrases and sentences.
Students should be able to use
chronological order when writing about
daily activities or narrative paragraphs.
Students should be able to identify
main ideas and specific details of
reading comprehension texts and
authentic dialogues.

Students should be able to use the "ed"
ending sound of the regular past simple
verb and the "s" ending sound on verbs
and nouns.
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
