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The course consists of 8 units. Each unit has speaking activities that deal with dialogues,
introducing oneself, talking about families. Also the units include pronunciation and listening
with intonation activities. The reading and writing activities concentrate on question writing
biography, E-mail, and writing blog post.
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This is a communication skills course which aims at improving learners’ oral and written
communication skills by providing learners with the language needed to naturally and
confidently communicate in an English speaking workplace environment and real life
situations.
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Anatomy 020800131 (3: 3-0)

This course presents a systematic approach to the study of the human body for the allied health
students. It develops a basic understanding of the structure of body organs and systems and
their interactions. Also, it enhances students understanding of the human body in health and
disease.

Physiology 020800141 (3: 3-0)

This comprehensive course provides the students with a high level of understanding of the
functions performed by the various parts and organs of the human body. Physiology
mechanisms of body function are presented at various levels of organization. Emphasis is
placed on understanding the integrated regulation of various body processes among the major
systems.

Pathophysiology 020800211 (3: 3-0)

This course provides an in-depth study of human pathological processes and their effects on
homeostasis. Associated pathologies of the body systems and general health management of
disease across the human lifespan is explored. This course focuses on clinical decision making
and action related to nursing care.

Microbiology 020802111 (3: 2-3)

The course introduces the students into the whiteness of microbiology with an emphasis on its
general classifications. Other topics such as bacteriology, host parasite relationship, virology,
mycology, principles of disease and epidemiology are explored. Moreover, it deals with the
management of the collection, transportation, preservation and disposal of samples, and how
the results are reported and recorded.
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Foundations of nursing 020802121 (3: 3-0)

This course introduces the Associate Degree Nursing student to the theoretical skills associated
with foundational nursing practice. It provides the basis for future clinical practice and quality
patient care in students’ selected professional nursing career choice. Moreover, it links research
and theory to nursing practice, to promote and/or maintain health in the context of the clients’
needs in a variety of settings.

Foundations of nursing/ Clinical 020802122 (2: 0-6)

This course uses the nursing process, interpersonal communication, critical thinking, and safety
as foundational concepts for the provision of essential skills for nursing practice. Nursing skills
related to physiologic health process, mobility, comfort, infection, protection, fatigue, sleep,
oxygenation, and elimination are emphasized. The course builds on knowledge gained through
the theoretical part of foundations of nursing to encourage the delivery of nursing care.

Pharmacology 020802141 (2: 2-0)

This course is designed to provide students with general information and description of the
important drugs which are related to a particular system of human body or to an aspect of
medical care. Pharmacokinetics of different classes of drugs, legal responsibilities, and safe
drug administration are explored as well.

Socialization into nursing 020802151 (2: 2-0)

This course introduces the Associate Degree Nursing student to the nursing profession and
enhances the development of positive attitudes about nursing, clients and the student as a
member of a profession .Key elements of the course include: role of the associate degree nurse
as a member of the healthcare team, effective communication skills, accountability to self and
others, the legal/moral/ethical responsibilities associated with a career in healthcare, critical
thinking, research process, and decision making.

Adult health nursing 020802171 (3: 3-0)

This course focuses on the health care needs of adult and elderly clients suffering from common
acute and chronic disorders. Building on the foundations of previous nursing courses and the
nursing process, Associate Degree Nursing student will examine the impacts of altered health
states and plan nursing care for clients and their families. Topics include the nursing
management of patients who are experiencing selected basic health alterations related to the
body systems.

Adult health nursing/ clinical 020802172 (2: 0-6)

This course is the clinical component of Adult health nursing course. It allows the Associate
Degree Nursing student to utilize the knowledge, nursing skills and critical thinking to provide
safe effective nursing care to adults and the elderly. The course is arranged within acute and
long term care settings.
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Nursing care of children 020802263 (3: 3-0)

This course is designed to assist the Associate Degree Nursing student to acquire the
knowledge and skills needed for providing comprehensive nursing care to newborn, infants,
children and adolescents. During this course, the students will learn about the principles of
disease prevention, maintenance and restoration related to children at the different age groups
within the framework of the nursing process.

Nursing care of children/ clinical 020802264 (2: 0-6)

This course is the clinical component of Nursing care of children course. It allows the
application of nursing skills, knowledge, and critical thinking necessary for safe effective
nursing care of pediatric populations.

Mental health nursing 020802263 (3: 3-0)

This theory and clinical course provides the Associate Degree Nursing student with technical
knowledge and skills necessary in managing various psychiatric mental health disorders.
Emphasis is on the use of therapeutic communication, mental statusexamination, therapeutic
use of self with individuals, families, and groups and various therapeutic interventions in
clinical placements. The course is designed to enhance the students’ awareness and attitudes
toward psychiatric mental health illnesses and stigma attached to them.

Community health nursing 020802268 (3: 1-6)

This theory and clinical course focuses on the functions and responsibilities of the Associate
Degree Nursing student towards the individual and his family within the community context.
The concepts of primary health care, family structure, diseases affecting the community, and
the three levels of prevention are all explored. The clinical part of this course allows the
students to apply primary, secondary, ant tertiary disease prevention through the use of nursing
process for clients in community settings.

This course is designed to provide the student with knowledge about the applied and basic
nutrition, characteristics and function of nutrients. Individual nutritional characteristics through
the life span, therapeutic diet system, effect of cultural, economic and social habits in order to
utilize it in her work responsibilities.
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This course may be benefit for the entire spectrum of people working in the field of health
sciences including medicine, public health, nursing, midwifery, and allied health sciences.
Although textbooks in epidemiology and in biostatistics are widely available, they are
often highly specialized and therefore difficult to use by a wide range of health
researchers and scientists. This course is intended to be simple and practical avoiding
unnecessary scientific jargon and responding to the actual needs of students and
researchers in the field of health sciences.
The course starts with basic definition and concepts of epidemiology and biostatistics and
their uses and applications. It includes the necessary epidemiological measures to
measure morbidity, mortality and fertility in the population and the necessary knowledge
to select the appropriate study design to test hypotheses. It extends to descriptive
measures and probability concepts. Conditional probability and Bayes theory are given
due emphasis to compute validity indicates for clinical and laboratory tests, i.e.
Sensitivity, specificity and predictive values for single for tests.
The students are trained to draw statistical inferences by two main methods these are:
Estimation and Hypothesis testing.
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This course is designed to introduce the student midwife to basic concepts related to
midwifery history, legal and ethical issues, and professionalism counseling terminology
related to midwifery and anatomy and physiology of reproductive organs. Embryonic and
fetal development and students will be oriented to the concepts of primary health care
PHC and reproductive health in order to reach their optimum health antenatal care,
Physiological, psychological adaptation to pregnancy.
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The clinical course of midwifery care (1) practice is designed to apply the basic concepts
had been studied in the theory part with the emphasis on the provision of primary health
care PHC and reproductive health (RH) to assist individuals, families and communities to
reach their optimal health.
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This course is designed to assist student midwifery to provide basic knowledge and skills
that need during labor and puerperium period for mother and her baby and the importance
to deliver in hospital in presence of any high risk factor, also to deal with normal labor
and puerperium.
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This course is complementary to the theoretical part of midwifery 2, It aims to enable the
student to apply Knowledge. Skills and attitude required to achieve a comprehensive
nursing care through our normal pregnancy high risk, labor, peurperium & neonatal life.
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This course is designed acquire knowledge, skills, attitudes to utilize nursing process and
critical thinking abilities to detect any deviation through pregnancy, labor, puerperium
and family planning to advocate the wholeness of the individual care within the family.

This course is designed to assist the student to view the females as a unique individual
with special needs the main point of the course is to focus on increasing knowledge in all
areas where midwifery shares with other professional health disciplines “communities,
hospital settings, and the neonate units”.

This course is designed to introduce the student to neonate extrautrine life adjustment &
prevent physiologic complications student will have the opportunity to practice newborn
immediate assessment, physical & neurological assessment & to identify the alteration in
Wellness of new born.
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This course should prepare the student to develop in depth understanding the medical
conditions which can complicate the child bearing and affect family life and deal with various
stage of maternity cycle based on the recognition of the existence of medical and gynecological
complications, management, treatment, and need for referral throughout maternity care.
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This course the student will apply theoretical knowledge to clinical setting with emphasis
on daily management and changing agent role. The student will take full responsibility
under the supervision of clinical instructors and midwifery & nurse in change of clinical
setting who act as preceptors.
The course provides practice essential to assessment, planning, implementation and
evaluation of clients in different clinical settings, as well as application of nursing skills
related to health promotion, maintenance, restoration, disease prevention and treatment

among the target aggregates. This Training will offer students the opportunity to take full
responsibility.
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
